
Deanna Kroetz is Dean and Professor of The Ohio State University College of Pharmacy. Prior to joining Ohio State in late 2023, Dr. 
Kroetz was Professor and Chair of Bioengineering and Therapeutic Sciences and the Jere E. Goyan Presidential Chair for the Advance-
ment of Pharmacy in the University of California San Francisco School of Pharmacy (UCSF). She received her B.S. degree in Pharmacy 
from The Ohio State University and her Ph.D. in Pharmaceutics from the University of Washington, under the mentorship of Dr. René 
Levy. Dr. Kroetz was a PRAT Fellow in the Laboratory of Molecular Carcinogenesis at the National Cancer Institute under the mentor-
ship of Dr. Frank Gonzalez before joining the faculty at UCSF. 
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Her research interests are focused on understanding the mechanisms underlying interindividual variation in drug response and tox-
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
